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The state and tendency of illegal trafficking in human organs and tissues in Ukraine
In the conditions of destabilization of social, political and economical situation, the crimes in medical sphere become very widespread in Ukraine, moreover there is a tendency for there increasing. According to the information of Department of information and analytical support of the Ministry of interior of Ukraine, concerning the medical staff for the improper executing there professional duties, in the period of time from 2003 till 2012 more than 120 criminal cases were initiated
. We pay attention to the fact, that these crimes have been committed by organized group, that is why there level of danger for society become higher, and there consequences influenced to the society and country in all spheres of life. 

At the same time, we have to point out that it is very difficult to call medical staff to account for crime, because off solidarity between doctors and opportunity to avoid the responsibility. This situation indicates to the huge amount of the latent crimes in this sphere and create the obstacle for there real valuation. Taking into consideration that only few criminal cases in medical sphere can get to the court, we can resume that the measures against these crimes in the country are not sufficient
.   

During the last years the kind of crimes as trafficking in human organs and tissues got a very big resonance in society. It's necessary to point out that this theme in the national format is painted in "black" examples of facts, and in result neutralize the possibility of positive effect from the special method of treatment - transplantation
.

These crimes assume wide scope in Ukraine and abroad. The millions of sick person each year are waiting for their queue to receive long-expected organ, in spite of the price. But, the problem now is that these kind of "materials" not enough for rapid and timely surgical operations, although many people are ready to give their organs for another person for the transplantation.
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
