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Selection and training of judges: an analysis of international instruments, international and рatriotic legislation.

The article explores issues that arise during the formation of the body of professional judges and that are related to criteria of selection and training, which take an important place in the politics of any country because it is clearly defined criteria for judge selection and requirements, represented to the person who is going to take the position of judge on which effectiveness of the judiciary, strengthening its role in the implementation of the principle of powers devision, ensuring public access to  independent justice, legitimacy of  decisions that are taken  by judges are depended.

Adoption of "the most perfect" law does not guarantee to citizens protection of their rights and freedoms.  There is a need in not less perfect mechanism for its implementation, which mostly depends on one who will bring this mechanism to action. Prominent place in law implementation belongs to the person who can and even should contribute effective application to such a law –a judge. It is his professional and moral qualities that largely define the fair resolution of  examed  dispute. The authority of a judge at the same time may both enhance the authority of the court as a judicial body and neutralize the declared principles of legality, objectivity, fairness and impartiality.
