Today, approximately one million people per year in the world ends his life by suicide.
Every year the number of suicides is increasing.
The statistics showed that the number of suicides in the world began to increase in the XIX century.
For the first time the phenomenon of suicide and its trends explored sociologist Emile Durkheim. He pointed out many factors that affect the amount of the increase in suicides.
The more a society saves values and traditions, the less suicides. However, in urbanized societies and the suicide rate is extremely high. In countries where religion has a significant impact on the population, the small number of suicides. However, in atheistic societies suicide a lot.
These findings of sociological research are relevant and present. They are confirmed in modern post-industrial society.
We analyzed these trends in the examples of some modern countries (Greenland, China, Japan, Ukraine).
Thus, the increase in suicides determine the genetic, psychological, social, economic and religious factors.
We analyzed the causes of suicide as a social phenomenon. Economic prosperity and urbanization results in a departure from the cultural and religious traditions. For the population of the industrialized Nations of religious values overlook the secondary plan.
A high standard of living requires significant additional loads from the population of post-industrial countries. These include the increase in working hours, competitive enterprises. This causes stress and depression.
Economic crises are an integral part of the development of the market economy.
The crisis leads to the loss of jobs, inability to pay loans, loss of housing and other property.
This causes a rapid increase in the number of suicides.
The government's post-industrial countries recognize suicide is a serious national problem.
They pay considerable attention to measures to prevent them. These activities are timely detection of psychologists and social workers manifestations of depression to help out of this state. Activities cover all age groups from children to the elderly. Mandatory contents are the work of helplines and hotlines for providing expert advice, work rehabilitation centers. 
Problem is the reluctance of people who are prone to depression and suicide, seek help.
