Gaydulin O. O. International legal principles of the institute of electronic contracts
In Ukraine the electronic business is in the stage of its development  and needs  the sufficient legal support. It is necessary to create a legal environment for further development of e-commerce based on the Acquis communautaire and the international  experience of e-market regulation. 

A good trend in the ukrainian legislation is the steady development of the e-business laws.  In Ukraine, e-commerce  regulation is based on The Civil Code of Ukraine,  the Laws of Ukraine «On Advertising», «On Protection of Consumer Rights», «On payment Systems and money Transfer in Ukraine», «On Telecommunications» and etc. These acts can be applied to the e-business as a whole.

It is clear that the institutionalization of Electronic Contract Law should be realized through the rapprochement of contract formation procedures. Approximation of e-contract formation procedures progresses predominantly by United Nations Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods (1980); UNCITRAL Model Law on Electronic Commerce with Guide to Enactment (1996), United Nations Convention on the Use of Electronic Communications in International Contracts (2005).

The main requirements for formation of e-contract presented in the United Nations Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods (1980) are contained in the Part I (Art. 11—13),  Part IІ (Art. 14—24) and Part IV (Art. 96).  So the special practical value has Art. 13 CISG, which sets out:  «For the purposes of this Convention ‘writing’ includes telegram and telex».  This provision is specified by Article 24 CISG: «…an offer, declaration of acceptance or any other indication of intention "reaches" the addressee when it is made orally to him or delivered by any other means to him personally, to his place of business or mailing address or, if he does not have a place of business or mailing address, to his habitual residence». 

The Article 12. (Use of automated message systems for contract formation) of United Nations Convention on the Use of Electronic Communications in International Contracts (2005) provides for the following norm: «A contract formed by the interaction of an automated message system and a natural person, or by the interaction of automated message systems, shall not be denied validity or enforceability on the sole ground that no natural person reviewed or intervened in each of the individual actions carried out by the automated message systems or the resulting contract». 

Therefore, it is necessary to provide the amendments to the draft Law «On electronic commerce» to match it with the European and international standards. The adoption of Act On Electronic Commerce is expected to create real e-commerce market with legally valid online deals and online payments.
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
