Olkhovenko O.I. Generic object of crime the refusal of a witness to testify or refusal of an expert or interpreter to perform their duties
The article raises questions concerning the generic object of crime under Art. 385 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and proves that this question is very important for the theory of criminal law and practice.

Therefore, the author, at the beginning of his research focuses on the fact that the legislation on criminal responsibility for crimes specified under Art. 385 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and especially in respect of generic object of the crime, there are a lot of discussions by this time, so in the theory of criminal law and in the law enforcement activity there are no common approaches to determining the object of the crime in question.

The author notes that based on the traditional approach that was formed in the domestic criminal science and in the criminal law of the CIS countries, the legal analysis of the rules specified under Art. 385 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, it is advisable to begin studying generic object of encroachments, since the object determines the criminalization of a socially dangerous act.
The attention is paid to the fact that in the criminal doctrine there are many various approaches to understand the object of crime, which are analyzed by the author, revealing points of view of scientists on this issue. Further, the author emphasizes that the criminal doctrine contains many other repetitive operations and classifications of development concepts of the object of crime, which are studied by the author.

Besides, the author, taking as a basis the three-stage classification of objects of crime, determines the place of studied rules (Art. 385 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine) in the system of special part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, its importance, provides further exact qualifications of the specified acts and on the basis of his study makes a conclusion that under the generic object of crimes provided for by section XVIII of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, we should understand social relationships on terms that provide activity regulated by law and other normative legal acts, namely activity of: the courts on administration of justice; bodies of pre-trial investigation, prosecutor’s offices; institutions that execute judgments; persons that provide for the court, bodies of pre-trial investigation complete, thorough and impartial resolution of cases, on protection of legitimate rights and interests of citizens, society and state in the course of legal proceedings, pretrial investigation and execution of judgment, protection and representation of persons.
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
