Orlov Y. Generic object of the crime illegal destruction of election documents or documents of the referendum
In Article a study generic object offense provided c. 158-2 Criminal Code of Ukraine. The author consider controversial point of view, that apply to the generic object and proposed definition of generic objects of crime provided for in the fifth chapter of the Special Part Ukraine. It is noted that this problem is essential for the theory of criminal law and law enforcement.


The article focuses on the fact that according to the traditional approach that has emerged in the domestic criminal law theory and in criminal law CIS legal analysis of the rules under Art. 158-2 Criminal Code of Ukraine proposed to start with a study object generic impingement because it determines the object criminalize socially dangerous act. The author emphasizes that it is the object and serves as a starting qualification criteria crime. In addition, attention is focused on the fact that every crime infringes on a particular object, causes it significant harm or endangers those losses these social relations. Therefore, it is argued that a criminal act is impossible without attack on the object against which it is directed. Therefore, it is argued that a criminal act is impossible without attack on the object against which it is directed. Thus, according to the author, is a favorable position in the legal literature that the subject of relationships, the crimes are investigated relationships that ensuring the protection of political rights and freedoms Ukraine. This approach to the study shows that the author of this article is not interested in any of the social links and connections within the relations in the sphere of political rights and freedoms of citizens of Ukraine. 


So, at the end of his study, the author concludes that the generic object crimes illegal destruction of election documents or referendum documents are public relations, providing conditions for the protection of political rights and freedoms Ukraine.

Furthermore, the article states that the fifth section of the Criminal Code of Ukraine contains three generic objects:

1) is the social relations that provide the conditions for the protection of (civil) rights and freedoms of man and citizen; 

2) it is social relations that provide the conditions for the protection of political rights and freedoms of citizens of Ukraine; 

3) it is social relations that provide the conditions for the protection of economic and social rights and freedoms of man and citizen.
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
