Fitkovskij S.M. Historical development of criminal responsibility for murder of two or more persons 

The article deals with the origins and formation of criminal responsibility for the murder of two or more persons, which is an institution of criminal law, in connection with the review is conducted in the unity of the criminal law of Ukraine as a whole. 
It traces the genesis of the criminal law of Ukraine and stated that it takes its origins from the date of Kyiv state in IX-X centuries. n. e., when the first written documents that contain criminal law appeared. It is clear that criminal liability for murder was included in the first written monuments of Kievan Rus. 
Studied Lithuanian Statute 1529, 1566 and 1588, Code of 1649, the military Reference of Peter 1715, Rights, which were suing Little people in 1743, Laws of the Russian Empire in 1832, the Penal Code and criminal correctional 1845, the Criminal Law 1903 is not isolated as aggravating circumstances murder causing death to two or more persons. 
As for the Soviet period, it’s stated that in the Criminal Code USSR of 1922 and the Criminal Code USSR of 1927 the murder of two or more persons was not supposed as aggravating circumstances. However, suggested that highlighting of aggravated murder, committed in a manner dangerous to the lives of many people, the legislators put under special protection and the lives of several people, attacks which took place one entity. 
Established for the first time in the history of criminal law in Ukraine lawmakers claim "G" c. 93 of the Criminal Code USSR in 1960 consolidated the murder of two or more persons as aggravating circumstances in respect of which establishes a penalty of imprisonment for a term of eight to fifteen years or life imprisonment. 
It is pointed out that since independence over the next decade Ukraine had adapted the former USSR criminal law to the new realities. At this time continued systematic work on the creation of the new draft Penal Code, which was carried out by leading scientists and practitioners. Much attention in all projects of Criminal Code of Ukraine was paid to aggravating circumstances of the murder, including a murder of two or more persons. 
April 5, 2001 was the final step of creating the adoption of the Criminal Code of Ukraine the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine Resolution "About the Criminal Code of Ukraine", which states: "the project of the Criminal Code of Ukraine to adopt a law in general." Investigated crime legislator placed in section II «Crimes against life and health" and predicted criminalize the willful murder of two or more persons in p. 1 ch. 2, Art. 115 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.
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
