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The article analyses the subjective side of corpus delicti concerning non-payment of wages, stipends, pensions and other payments established by the law.

Introduction. Part of seventh Article 43 of the Constitution of Ukraine establishes that the right to timely payment of wages for work is protected by the law, and that Article 46 provides the right to social protection to the citizens, and Article 53 that the state provides provision of the state stipends and privileges to pupils and students. The research of the subjective side of corpus delicti of non-payment of wages, stipends, pensions or other payments established by the law, under Article 175 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, is important enough, because Article 1 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine provides for protection of the rights and freedom of the individual and citizen, the property, etc. as an objective of the Criminal code of Ukraine.
The topicality of this work is caused also by that research of an essence of the subjective side of corpus delicti researched by us that is important enough compared with other elements of corpus delicti, as for practice, and the theory of the criminal right.
The purpose consists in research of the subjective side of corpus delicti concerning nonpayment of wages, stipends, pensions or other payments established by the law.
Description. For achievement of an purpose we: 1) have found out theoretical aspects which disclosings of legal signs of the subjective party of researched actus reus concern; 2) have opened and have proved obligatory and facultative signs of the subjective party of the actus reus under Article 175 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine; 3) have performed the analysis of scientific works, criminally-legal editions, and also results of questioning and court practice in a researched part; 4) have formulated conclusions in which have included results aforementioned here.
Conclusion. The subjective party of formal actus reus of groundless nonpayment of wages, stipends, pensions or other payments established by the law is characterised by direct intention. The guilty person understands public danger of the actions or of not actions. Motives and the purpose of the specified deliberate a actions can be different, on qualification of a criminal conduct do not influence and for of responsibility of value no have, and can be only considered court during appointment of certain degree of punishment or at dismissal from the valid departure of punishment.
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
