Sokol O.O. Criminological characteristics of offender who refuses to pay alimony
The article deals with the criminological characteristics of the offender who refuses to pay child support and funds for the maintenance of disabled parents. The statistical data of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the State Judicial Administration of Ukraine, socio-demographic, moral, psychological and criminal legal characteristics of offender are studied in this article.
Analyzing the crimes punishable by provided for in Articles 164 and 165 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine can be noted that many people who commit crimes this category have low levels of spiritual development, education and classified as unemployed. This fact is of great significance crime, as unoccupied person can not provide their minor children and disabled parents. Accordingly, such a category of people - "parasites" are often degraded as a person and face through life with such negative phenomena as alcoholism.
Failure to pay maintenance is not an issue of individual citizens, it is a problem of the state and society as a whole.
Therefore social measures combating crimes against the family should be more active position of law enforcement and local governments should create programs and activities on raising the prestige of the family, to conduct explanatory work among young people (pupils, students) and claim to support for Families and Youth.
Creating an appropriate regulatory framework that identified the family as the basic unit of society is one of the main tasks, which would have raised the efficiency of the fight against crime of evasion of maintenance and major policy priorities. Also the most important area general social crime prevention in the family is the development and implementation at all levels of family policy as part of social policy in general. The main priorities of state family policy should be to improve the financial position of Ukrainian families and helping families.
Criminal legal characteristics of offender. Signs that led to the crime, should include those that characterize the direction and length of the criminal behavior of the subject; extent and nature of the offense; means chosen to achieve a criminal purpose; form of guilt; forms of participation; motives that guided an offense; attitude guilty to the offense (pleaded guilty or not repented or not), and others. Thus, it allows to analyze comprehensively the offense and offender.
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
