Baranetskiy R.F. Regarding the status of the Ukrainian Security Service as a public authority
The article defines the common features of a public authority; established place of the Security Service of Ukraine among the executive, legislative and judicial power allocated by the Constitution of Ukraine; determined the specificity of the status of the Security Service of Ukraine as a body that implements the state power beyond its constitutional separation. 

In the article the general features of the governmental body established place of the Security Service of Ukraine among the executive, legislative and judicial power allocated to the Constitution of Ukraine, the specific features of the status of the Security Service of Ukraine as a body that implements the state power beyond its constitutional division. Background is that the regulation of the activities of the Security Service of Ukraine is based on the provisions of the Constitution of Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine "On Service" On the Security Service of Ukraine "; "On state protection of court employees and law enforcement," the Law of Ukraine "On National Security of Ukraine" and others. For most general overview of regulations such acts suggests the special legal status of the Security Service of Ukraine. In particular, even in art. 1 of the Law of Ukraine "On the Security Service of Ukraine" states that the State Security Service of Ukraine  special law enforcement body, which provides national security of Ukraine. However, the Security Service of Ukraine on referring to some of the powers allocated to the Constitution of Ukraine, were observed. This sets out a number of discussions about the status of the body as a state, hence the relevance of the chosen theme of the article.

The purpose of the article is to determine the specific status of the Security Service of Ukraine as a public authority. In order to achieve the designated goal seen appropriate to determine general features of the governmental body locate the Security Service of Ukraine among the executive, legislative and judicial power allocated Constitution of Ukraine, determining the specific status of the Security Service of Ukraine as a body that implements the state power beyond its constitutional division.

The basis for the writing of scientific developments taken as VB Averyanov, AV Batanov, J. Money, VN Kirichenko, A. Kurakin, AF Jumper, V.Tatsiy, Y. Todyka and others. The specificity of the Security Service of Ukraine status, including means a combination of characteristics of authority of the general and special features.

Also found that the specificity of the Security Service of Ukraine as an organ of the state is as follows. Security Service of Ukraine was established as an organ of the state that are organized groups of people united by a common purpose and occupation (public authority may be presented and the individual citizen of the state (eg, the President - President of Ukraine). This together with the Organization of was eliminated Committee for State Security of the USSR.

The conclusions are that in the system of State Security Service of Ukraine occupies a special place as a body that does not belong to the executive, legislative and judicial power, but implement the national government.
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
