Matviichuk O.V. Generic object of a crime “design or operation of constructions without systems of environment protection”
      In this article, a generic object of a crime “design or operation of constructions without systems of environment protection” is researched. It is stated, that there is no unified approach to define a generic object of this crime in criminal law and practice. A generic object of a crime is analyzed from the point of view of system approach; its’ content is ascertained and structural parts are detailed. 
Different points of view on the generic object of a crime, its’ classification and periods of progress are researched. The author divides the history of progress of generic object study into three periods. The first period (the second part of the XIX-the beginning of the XX century) is characterized with different concepts, among which so-called subjective right theory, legal norms and legal goods. In the second period, there was a dominating scientific doctrine of Marxism-Leninism in our country, which was based on a thesis “Object of a crime – is only social relations and nothing else”. The third period is about contemporary concepts of an object of a crime. In this last period, criminal science does not declare unified approach, but demonstrates two main points of view (objective and subjective).  
Basing on a three-stage classification of crimes objects the author defines a place of the examined norm (paragraph 253 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine) in a system of Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 

The researcher concludes, that the generic object of a crime “design or operation of constructions without systems of environment protection” is not similar either to one of crimes against property, nor of order of natural resources use.
It is stated that three-part classification is based on correlation between philosophic categories of general, special, and certain, - and for this reason includes three levels of objects: general, generic, and direct object. This classification is the most wide spread among criminal law scientists. According to this theory object of a crime - social relations, which are protected by criminal law. So a general object – is a whole complex of social relations, which are under protection of a Criminal Code of Ukraine. A generic object – is a group of social relations, similar or congeneric by their insight, which is aggressed by a group of crimes. A direct object – is concrete social relations, which are under protection of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and are aggressed by a concrete crime.

The researcher concludes, that a generic object of a crime, contained in the paragraph 253 of the Criminal code of Ukraine, is social relations that provide existence of a multifunctioning balanced consolidated system (natural environment), its protection, rational use, recreation and restoring for the present and future generations, that will guarantee safe natural environment for everything alive. 
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
