Servetskіy I. Ekstremologiya: the principles of a new branch of legal science

This article analyzes some of the concepts of a new branch of science - ekstremologiya, the implementation of which will allow law enforcement agencies to focus on prevention, detection grave and especially grave crimes under normal and extreme situations under martial law or state of emergency, law enforcement agencies contribute to overcome the negative phenomena which occur in such situations.

The Law of Ukraine "On counter-intelligence activity" is listed as the following principles: legality; and respect the rights and freedoms of man and citizen; impartiality; continuity; conspiracy, combination of overt and covert forms and methods of activity; comprehensive use of legal, organizational and preventive measures; adequacy of measures to protect public safety in the real and potential threats; interaction with the government of Ukraine, local authorities, associations of citizens, legal entities and individuals; accountability and reporting relevant public authorities to the extent provided by law

When comparing these laws, we see that their quantitative and qualitative characteristics really impressive. Before scientists and practitioners in the field of operational, intelligence and counterintelligence activities logical question that is primary: the Law "On operative-search activity" or scouts to the Law "On Intelligence bodies", and for counterintelligence - the Law "On Counterintelligence Activity" ?

In our view, the dispute is a logical, reasonable, and need scientific solutions. For working out of uniform for operational, intelligence and counterintelligence activities offered as an option called "detective right, the right intelligence and counterintelligence law", which is common to be unity of forces, means, methods and forms of operational units. As intermediaries idea to further development and improvement of the foundations of the Law of Ukraine "On the State Special activities".

The principles of investigative activities, in our opinion, is that they reflect the essence of investigative activities and its features; constitute the legal norms common to all investigative activities; violation of the principles of investigative activity automatically leads to disruption of the implementation of MPAs and vice versa.
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
