Made emphasis on public bodies and public administration singled out the peculiarities of their powers. Background is that the ruling system in Japan has developed historically and most of its institutions operate on the basis of traditionalism and power system is considered as a whole, as the only quarterback in whom they believe and trust it manages order and chaos resists (this feature meets the charismatic type); ruling system operates in a developed legal state formed with the legal framework and applicable rules of law. Japan is a unitary democratic nation-state with a parliamentary constitutional monarchy. The people exercise their power through the democratically elected parliament and formed him and responsible to him executive power. Naturally, the Constitution guarantees citizens the bourgeois-democratic rights and freedoms - of speech, conscience, demonstrations, personal integrity and equality, independence of the judiciary and the like.

The article is a description of the public administration in Japan and set out the powers of each subject.

Also, the article discusses the specific legal entities that are similar to the executive. Special legal entity created by law in the case where the activity of the central government has the nature of business, and it is expected that they conduct these activities will be carried out more effectively than executive bodies. Their number reached 88. Among them: public corporation, agency, credit and financial corporations and special banks. Currently promoted reform SPVs through their merger and liquidation, transparency control their activities.
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
