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Formulation of the problem. The emergence of the global information society created needs of the relevant norms modernization, rules of subjects behaviour in legal relations on transboundary level in international law and their introduction into State legislation with a glance of traditional institutions specific in national legal systems. Now this approach of national legislation formation about information inherent for States which are going in the so-called «fairway» of the leading countries or group of countries leaders, but already have a certain level of legislative consolidation of relations with respect to the information. Mentioned fully applies to Ukraine. However, the traditional national legislation often becomes an obstacle in the formation of consolidated  new paradigm, in particular, an understanding of the structural unity of the national information law and international information law as interpenetrating spheres of social relations. [1] This is reflected in the information law as direction in research and as an academic discipline.

The relevance of this topic writing, consist in need for complex theoretical developments concerning the codification  Ukraine legislation about information.

Topic goal – the complex knowledge formation of a separate debatable questions of codification Ukraine legislation about information.

Research level of the theme.

It should be noted that in Ukraine created the appropriate fragmentary theoretical positions concerning the principles of Ukraine legislation codification about information. This is reflected in publications such authors as: VY Baskakov, MI Dimchoglo, VA Zaliznyak, GA Kalyuzhny, GM Krasnostup, VA Lipcan, Y. Maksimenko AI Maruschak, A. Nowicki, PE Matvienko, VS Tsimbalyuk, KP Cherepovskiy, NY Swets and others [2-14].

In the own investigation, based on the conclusions and generalizations of these researchers, we offer our position on the problematic issues of Ukraine legislation  codification about information for the objective formation of the modern codification doctrine this area.

Conclusions. On the stage of formation, and therefore, fragmented, situational formation of information legislation, among scientists increasing benefits is the transition from lawmaking to the paradigm their law codification, the creation of a separate branch Projects Code, which should be legally defined framework (principles, basic principles) of public relations in the field of information (the information space) of the society.

So, the solution of the further information legislation  codification problems is seen as appropriate, scientific support, both on general theoretical level and at the level of individual research units, institutes of information law, their relationship with each other and with other institutions in other fields of law. 
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
