Zhmur U. Determination of the concept of "penetration" into the residence, and provided legal entry into a home or other property under Art. 162 Criminal Code of Ukraine 
Described in contemporary Russian legal literature and in the literature of the Soviet era in the study of crime violation of the inviolability of the home include a number of attempts to define the concept of “entry into a dwelling or other possession of a person”. Contains relevant research and literature States “middle” countries, the legal system that are close to the legal system of Ukraine. 

A proper understanding of the nature of the act which constitutes the first form of the objective side of investigated crimes, requires clarification of the content 
of the phrase “illegal entry“. Explanatory dictionary of the Ukrainian language defines the term “penetration“ as the action is to penetrate .
Ukrainian Language Dictionary defines the term "penetration" as meaningfully penetrate action . In turn, the verb to penetrate the most appropriate value means: 1) Resorting to tricks and so on. Al., Cleverly sneak into any organization steal in somewhere. According K.H.Fetysenko and S.Yu.Ilchenko the lexical meaning of "penetration" means the action verbs meaningfully penetrate, namely overcoming any obstacle, going through anything, be anything inside, where no free , easy access; get resorting to tricks and so cleverly sneak, sneak anywhere
t should be noted that the term "penetration" used in the law on criminal responsibility Ukraine before the entry into force of the Constitution of Ukraine, which in Art. 30 enshrines the individual's right to inviolability of the home. The use of this term in the disposition of other articles of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (2001), mostly related to the establishment of high penalties (especially skilled or qualified the crime) for acts that were combined with entry into a dwelling, a person, or storage space. In particular, the term "break through" the system of the Criminal Code Ukraine dispositions other than Part 1 st.162 used in formulating compositions especially qualified theft Part 3 of Art. 185, part 3, p.186 robbery and robbery ch. 3. 187 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.
In our opinion, the legislator successfully chose the term "penetration" to formulate form the objective side of a crime under Art. 162 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, since, according to its semantic meaning, it has incorporated "negative connotation", which together with the term "home" from the very beginning gives it unlawful criminal overtones.
When entering the dwelling or other property necessary to understand open or secret entry into a dwelling, which can occur with overcoming certain obstacles or resistance humans and easily. Forensic scientists rightly pointed out that for a guilty person action usually does not matter what period of time was an intruder in the home, but in some cases this may play an important role in the determination of the presence in the actions of individual components of the crime. Yes, can not be regarded as criminal actions of the angel came to home and making sure that the home is not home, immediately left the room.
Analysis of the provisions of legal acts governing test questions helps determine which legal entry into a home or other property will be recognized:
1) if you have permission rightful owner;
2) in cases provided by law Ukraine.
Other penetration without permission of the owner of housing will not lawful
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
