Forostyanuj A.V. To enhance the subject of proof in criminal proceedings
The significance of the research topic is justified with the existence of the specific theoretical issues of criminal procedure covering contestable matters for referring the reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence to the ultimate facts. The general issues of the ultimate facts were studied by B. Burbelo, О. Vakulik, V.Goncharenko, V.Grachov, Y.Groshovyi, О.Каplina,  Y.Коmisarchuk, О.Кrikunov, Т.Lukashkina, М.Pogoretsky, V.Теrtyshnik, О.Тugarova, R.Shekhavtsov, О.Shilo, М.Shumilo etc. 

This article is concerned with the research of the relevance of referring the reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence to the ultimate facts.  
According to researchers’ analysis, the Criminal Procedural Code of Ukraine lacks the provisions fixing the obligation of investigator and prosecutor to identify the reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence, initialize the appropriate measures to be taken by the relevant authority, organization or official. 
This article provides full analysis of the researchers’ opinions concerning extension of ultimate facts with inclusion of the reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence. The opinions of the supporting researchers are provided. The conclusions are reduced to the following: absence of the reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence as the essential part of ultimate facts is a considerable flaw in current legislation; reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence must be referred to the ultimate facts; it is important  to identify reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence; after the completion of identification process the investigator must prepare special request on eliminating the reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence (the request is obligatory for consideration of the relevant state authorities, organizations, enterprises and officials). The opposing researchers’ opinions are also presented in the article. 

The generalization of the relevant research forwarded the arguments for both positive and negative effects of referring the reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence to the ultimate facts. 
The conclusions are narrowed down to the following: Article 91 of the Criminal Procedural Code of Ukraine is not complete and must be extended by amending Part 1 Article 91 with the provisions including reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence as the absence of these provisions disables the relevant procedural preventive measures taken by the investigator and increases the crime rates in Ukraine; also the Criminal Procedural Code of Ukraine must be annexed with an article regulating the investigator’s and prosecutor’s actions to be taken after the abovementioned issues are justified. The most effective measure to be taken by the investigator is the special request on eliminating the reasons and conditions fostering the criminal offence. The request is obligatory for consideration of the relevant state authorities, organizations, enterprises and officials. 
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
