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The article considers the issues of improving the interaction of security subjects within the systemic mechanism of combating crime. 

Developing and implementing well-planned decisions by public institutions, NGOs and citizens in the application of various forms and prevention activities significantly enhance the efficacy of protection of the interests of a person, society and state. The effectiveness of combating crime is directly related to the smooth functioning of the relevant systemic mechanism.

The research on fundamental principles of interaction of security subjects within the systemic mechanism of combating crime demonstrates the need for correlation between the actions of its structural and functional components.

 Affecting each other, they enable making timely efforts by the security subjects to achieve a common goal, i.e. to ensure the protection of interests and security of a person, society and state.

This system provides a clear definition within the legislation framework of the functions, activity patterns, rights, duties and liabilities of all the participants.

Coordinated activities of the entire mechanism of ensuring the internal security is the major condition for detecting and removing criminogenic factors that determine criminality.

To activate the mechanism of combating crime two perspectives should be taken into account – the internal and the external one. The former (internal perspective) refers to the provision of human and society activity within the state functioning. The latter relates to subject-object interaction to minimize the negative impact of globalization challenges and transnational criminal groups on internal security of the Ukrainian society.

The main functions of the combating crime mechanism are the following: a) ontological – to identify criminogenic factors of influence (internal and external) on the safety of society; b) heuristic – to examine the criminogenic threats in all areas of the society; c) epistemological – meaning close cooperation of security subjects in the development, adjustment and practical application of the combating crime instruments; d) axiological – to determine the values ​​(for the national benefit) that are most important for the objects’ safety and effectiveness of actions to achieve the intended level of security; e) predictive – to predict possible future crime and public safety level based on the detected patterns and trends in their development, and to identify appropriate preventive measures; f) preventive - timely removal or neutralization of criminogenic factors and threats to human security and society; g) praxeological – developing scientific principles of domestic policy in combating crime that promotes sound management decision-making to ensure public safety.
Based on the analysis of the current system of functional empowerment of internal security subjects, the following mechanism of combating crime has been offered. The Constitution of Ukraine – the law of direct action should envisage the formation of the Coordination Committee for combating crime under the President of Ukraine. On this basis, a law that regulates the scope of activities and legal status of this body should be issued. If required, other legislative documents that reveal the content of basic and additional functions and areas of influence are to be adopted. Within the legal framework each subject of security, where necessary, may issue further regulations.
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
