Azarov Yu, Klimchuk M. Problematic issues closing criminal proceedings during the preliminary investigation
On the basis of the criminal procedure law and practice, highlights the features of closing criminal proceedings as a form of end pre-trial investigation. The authors draw attention to the rights and interests of victims with effective safeguards of pretrial investigation and prosecution of such criminal proceedings.
Thus, the process of closing criminal proceedings during the preliminary investigation covers the system of criminal legal proceedings related to actions of the investigator and the prosecutor on: verification, evaluation and use of evidence; taking measures stipulated in the law to ensure the rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of criminal proceedings; procedural design of this decision; guidance material to appropriate proceedings for approval of the decision; enable participants to criminal proceedings appeal the decision.
In order to ensure proper organization of investigative units to investigate criminal proceedings shall be fitted with effective departmental monitoring the progress of the preliminary investigation in these proceedings. First of all, to ensure control over the correct qualifications criminal offenses committed against human life and health, and to prevent their concealment by training in less serious articles.
In practice pretrial investigation arising problems in view of the fact that the CCP does not contain provisions for closure of criminal proceedings on the grounds died when a person has committed a criminal offense, and which are not reported suspicion, when this fact is canceled and resolution to terminate the proceedings, the act of amnesty and pardon in relation to individuals.
Analysis of detection and investigation of crimes committed against human life and health shows that the main reasons making the courts acquittals in criminal proceedings of deliberately killing first is a violation of criminal investigative procedural legislation during the preliminary investigation of the full and impartial investigation into the commission of crimes. Reported violations are possible because of lack of control by the leadership of the Interior in responding to statements and reports of grave and especially grave crimes, as well as their own recognizance while committing these crimes. In such circumstances, the place where poorly conducted formally and, consequently, the evidence is not withdrawn or removed in violation of the criminal procedure law.
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
