Dudar S. European legal integration: characteristics of the main models
The directions defined and separate aspects of transformation are shown in this article as to the methodology of adaptation and harmonization of Ukrainian legislation with acquis EU, referring to characteristics of models of European legal integration such as "integration- through-harmonization-of-national-legislations", "integration-through-case-law" and "integration- through-citizens’-legal-activism".
Ukraine’s transition to the level of economic integration and political association in relationship with EU demands more deep investigation of legal integration processes in EU, existing mechanisms and types, that provide holistic and effective operation of legal system of EU with legal systems of the countries-members of EU, third countries and the main point – compatibility of ruling in Ukraine and EU approaches to understanding of European legal integration and it’s type.

This problem solution provides possibility of improving of methodology of adaptation and harmonization of legislation of Ukraine with EU acquis.

The differences in approaches to understanding of European legal integration are shown in modern Western and Ukrainian legal idea, that is, absence of concept of Ukrainian scientists about European legal integration as a set of dynamic, complicated, and contradictory polycentric processes, conditioned by pluralistic understanding of law.

Conducting analysis of ruling in Western legal science “narrow” and “broad” understanding of European legal integration and of three types of legal integration in EU ("integration- through-harmonization-of-national-legislations", "integration-through-case-law" and "integration- through-citizens’-legal-activism"), the author comes to the conclusion that in Western and Ukrainian juridical science there are no differences in methodological harmonization of legislation, the final goal of which is origination of equal conditions for activity of individuals on free market. 
However, in terms of other types of legal integration, there is a need in changing the direction of development of legislation of Ukraine by changing doctrine of correlation of national legislation and legislation of EU to the direction of EU rule of law, and also changing procedure of adoption of laws of Ukraine for the purpose of avoiding contradictions with EU legislation. 
Methodology of adaptation of legislation and harmonization of Ukraine shall cover problems of interpretation and application of legislation of Ukraine and shall include not only legal-technical but theological (target) and doctrine aspects of legal integration.
At nowadays phase of economic integration and political association of Ukraine with EU, the author offers to consider European legal integration as processes that have double orientation, that is, adjustment of concepts of general fundamentals of EU law as forms of expressions of common values and for coordinated action of national legislation with the legislation of EU. European legal integration sets normative value parameters of development of national legal systems, including national legislation.
