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     In this article the factors of socio-legal conditionality of the offense under the article 253 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (design or operation of constructions without systems of environment protection) are researched. The author analyses existing points of view on the matter of social and legal conditionality, in particular: V. I. Borisov, V. M. Kudryavtsev, V.D. Filimonov, G.A. Zlobin, V.A. Navrotsky, M.I. Korzhansky, P.S. Tobolkina, V.K. Glistina, A.A. Pashchenko, V.K. Matviychuk, Yu.A. Turlova, V.E. Eminov, P.L. Fris, Y.P. Aydarov, Syui Disin, P.S. Dagel. Such concepts as "premise", "conditionality", "principles", " criteria ", "conditions", "base", "factors", " drives ", "underlying factors", "social factors"  are also clarified in the paper. 
The researcher characterizes the following principles of criminalization, decriminalization of the crime provided by the article 253 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and gives their scientific justification:

1) Principles that describe social necessity and political practicability of establishing criminal responsibility;

2) Principles, defining requirements of internal logical consistency of system of criminal law rules;   

3) Principles of the constitutional adequacy;

4) International legal need and admissibility of criminalization;

5) Procedural feasibility of prosecution;

6) Lack of legal gaps and unnecessary restrictions.

In this work such factors of socio-legal conditionality of the offense under the article 253 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine are investigated:

1) Socio-criminological factors;

2) Normative factor;

3) Ethical factor;  

4) Cultural and historical factors;

5) International law factor.

On the grounds of a research the conclusions about socio-legal conditionality of the offense under article 253 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine are formulated.  
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
