Kalyuga K.  Modern Possibilities of Modeling a Personality of an Unidentified Criminal at the Early Stages of Crime Investigation
In this article modern conditions and prospects of working with information about a personality of an unidentified criminal at the early stages of criminal proceedings are analyzed. The methodology for making a criminalistic portrait of an unidentified criminal on the basis of modern modeling technologies is suggested. 

In order to achieve the planned goals, 5 interrelated goals were set and consistently resolved.

One aspect of increasing effectiveness of the investigation is the establishment of a personality of an unknown criminal at early stages, it has always been a complex and multifaceted task. Therefore, the development and introduction of new information and telecommunication technologies require a review of established approaches and methods to his decision.

The study established that today information about the properties and characters of criminal as a subjective reflection (a mental image) - verbal portrait, drawn up from the words of an eyewitness, is of limited use, mainly as a benchmark information at carrying out investigative (search) and covert investigative (search) of action.

Out of this situation possible by means of scientific research in the direction  of a separate criminalistic investigation of the properties and characters of a person with the use of modern scientific and technical means and methods allocation of meaningful information that is permissible to use in the investigation of crimes.

Based on its results should develop a procedure for studying the properties and characters of man for establishing an identification of significance of each of them and finding the correlations between them. Create an appropriate database for criminalistic registrations persons implicated in the commission of crimes for the accumulation and generalization of data on their properties and characters.

As an example, in an article describes the procedure for creating and using models of a personality of unknown criminal, already during the inspection of the scene, which is seen as a consistently of stages performed 7. Such a model, as the selection process, analyze and summarize in one unit needed situational dispersed information, designed to facilitate the identification of an unknown criminal in the early stages of a pre-trial investigation.

In the end of the article is made a general conclusion that further special research in this area will allow for a complete coverage of the problem and logically justify and formulate a number of conceptual scientific statements and conclusions regarding the effective use of modern scientific and technological means and information technologies applied to the modeling of the unknown identity of the offender.
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
