Matviichuk V. A Generic Object of a Crime of Violation of Inviolability of Private Life

In this article a generic object of a crime under the Article 182 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine is researched. 
The most popular historical and modern criminal law concepts of a generic object of a crime are studied. 
Different points of view on periodization and classification of development of generic object concepts are researched and summarized. The author resulted in joining the conception of social relations, which is represented by V.Tatsii, V.Hryshchuk, V.Matvijchuk, A.Muzyka, M.Korzhanskyi, V.Navrotskyi, V.Borysov etc.   

The existing today opinions on the generic object of a crime of violation of inviolability of private life are described and analyzed. According to the mentioned opinions the generic object of crime under the Article 182 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine is thought to be: 1) social relations that provide normal life activity of a person; 2) electoral, labor, and other personal rights and freedoms of a human and a citizen; 3) social relations concerning satisfaction of the most important needs; 4) social relations that provide constitutional rights and freedoms of human and a citizen; 5) social relations in the sphere of the most important constitutional rights and freedoms of a  human and a citizen; 6) all constitutional rights and freedoms of a  human and a citizen; 7) social relations that provide free and unhampered exercising of electoral, labor, and other personal rights and freedoms of a human and a citizen, guaranteed by the Constitution of Ukraine; 8) free and unhampered exercising by the citizens of Ukraine of all variety of   electoral, labor, and other personal rights and freedoms of a human and a citizen, provided and guaranteed by the Constitution of Ukraine; 9) complex of basic constitutional rights and freedoms (political, labor, etc) of Ukrainian citizens, as well as rights and freedoms of foreign citizens and stateless persons; 10) social relations in the sphere of basic constitutional rights and freedoms of a human and a citizen; 11) three groups of crimes, which generic object is: legal relations, concerning exercising of civil (personal) rights (Articles 162-163, 164-169, 178-181, 182 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); political relations, which content is constitutional forms of direct democracy in Ukraine (Articles 157. 158, 158-1, 159, 159-1, 160 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); legal relations, concerning exercising of right to work, and other social rights  - social legal relations (Articles 172-175 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); 12) sum of political, labor and some other rights of soviet citizens, foreign citizens and stateless persons, living in our country; 13) social relations, which are protected by the criminal law and provide constitutional rights and freedoms of a human and a citizen; 14)  three different generic objects, which are: a) social relations that provide conditions for protection of civil  rights and freedoms of a human and a citizen; b) social relations that provide conditions for protection of political rights and freedoms of a human and a citizen; c) social relations that provide conditions for protection of economic and social rights and freedoms of a human and a citizen.

The author analyzes each of mentioned opinions, estimates their strengths and weaknesses, arguing with their supporters. 

The stricture, subject and object matter of relations, which are a generic object of researched crime, are determined.   

Basing on the research, the authorial definition of a generic object of a crime of violation of inviolability of private life is suggested. The author considers, that a generic object of crimes under the Articles 162, 163, 182 of the Criminal Codes of Ukraine is social relations, that provide conditions, that prevent home or other private premises invasion, violation of secrecy of correspondence, phone calls, telegraph or other correspondence, which is transferred through the communication tools or computers, illegal gathering, storage, use, destruction, distribution of confidential information about a person or illegal changing of such information.     
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
