Oleinichuk O. Analysis of Social and Legal Factors, Conditioning Criminal Responsibility for Groundless Non-payment of Wages, Stipends, Pensions and other Payments Established by Law
In this article, the factors of social and legal conditionality of the crime provided by the Article 175 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine are examined. The author examines in detail the existing views on the matter of social and legal conditionality of a crime. Critically estimating them, the author indicates the differences between social conditionality of the crime, provided by Article 175 of Criminal Code of Ukraine, and the grounds for criminalization and decriminalization of socially dangerous acts.

Part 7, Article 43 of the Constitution of Ukraine establishes that the right to timely payment of compensation for work is protected by law. The   Article 46 of the Constitution of Ukraine provides citizens with the right to social protection. And the Article 53 of the Constitution of Ukraine declares that the state provides pupils and students with the state stipends and privileges. The research of the corpus delicti of groundless non-payment of wages, stipends, pensions or other payments established by law is highly important because according to the Article 1 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine protection of rights and freedoms of an individual and a citizen, property, etc. is an objective of this Code.
This study was conducted in order to avoid accusations of a serious offense non-committed indeed. 
The purpose of the article is a comprehensive research of social and legal factors of conditionality of a crime under the Article 175 of Criminal Code of Ukraine.

To achieve mentioned purpose we: 1) explore social and legal factors of conditionality of a crime under the Article 175 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine concerning groundless non-payment of wages, stipends, pensions and other payments established by law; 2) perform the analysis of scientific works and criminal legal editions on the topic; 3) formulate conclusions of the research. 
The analysis of factors of social and legal conditionality of criminal liability under the Article 175 of Criminal Code of Ukraine, which are: 1) social and criminological factors; 2) constitutional adequacy factor; 3) regulatory factor; 4) ethical factor; 5) cultural and historical factors; 6) international law factor demonstrated the need to preserve in the Criminal Code of Ukraine the specified article, and determined the directions for its improvement. 
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
