Khar I.O. Theoretical and Applied Problems of a Subject of Crimes against Public Security 

In this article subjects of crimes against public security, provided for by the Chapter IX of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, are researched. The importance of such analyze for the criminal law theory and law enforcement practice, which determines further research and realization, is proved. 

First, the author brings to notice the variety of views in the juridical literature on the matter of classification of subjects of a crime, and suggests to research terminology, including terms “private individual” and “administrative official”. The author analyzes different points of view on the matter and develops the discussion on the topic. 

Grounding on the research of general theoretical approaches to the subjects of crimes, in particular crimes against public security, the author examines criminal law provisions concerning subjects of crimes against public security. 

To achieve this objective the author investigates legal provisions, concerning responsibility for crimes against public security under the Chapter IX of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 

The acts that may be committed only by administrative officials are analyzed. 

Next, the acts stated in Chapter IX of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, that may be committed only by specific subjects (which are  administrative official, nonpublic individual, or a private individual), are researched. 

Further, the acts that may be committed by either nonpublic or private individual are analyzed. 

The author investigates existing points of view and provides the discussion on the topic. 

In the research of subjects of crimes against the public security the author pays great attention to measures of criminal punishment to legal entities in cases of committing by the representative of such legal entity on behalf of it any act  under Articles 258 – 258-3 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine  (see item 3 part 1 Article 96-3 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine), as well as committing by the representative of such legal entity on behalf of it and for its benefit any crime, stated in Articles 260 and 262 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (see item 4 part 1 Article 96-3 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine).

Grounding on the results of the research the author abstracts crimes against public security, the subject of which may be only administrative officials; the subject of which may be only specific subjects; the subject of which may be only private or nonpublic individual. 
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
