Matviychuk V. Subjective Aspect of Crimes against Natural Environment 

In this article, the matter of the subjective aspect of crimes against the natural environment is researched. The subjective aspect of a crime as an internal side of the antisocial motivated act, which is a part of the human psychic activity and reflects her (his) axiological attitude to the acts done, is detected. 

The author researches juridical literature concerning subjective aspect of a crime in general and of crimes against the natural environment in particular. The scientist analyzes the classical definition of the subjective aspect of a crime and opposes it. 

Grounding on the analyses of a psychic activity of a human the author defines the psycho-criminal content of the subjective aspect of crimes against the natural environment. 

Using reference literature the author researches a double form and a mixed form of fault, which take place in some crimes.  Additionally, the author brings the notice on polemic in the juridical literature concerning theories of fault in criminal law, which are judgment-based and psychological. The scientist joins the polemic and motivates his point of view on the matter. 

Next, the author researches directly the subjective aspect of crimes against the natural environment, examines different opinions concerning forms of fault in these crimes, particularly in intentional crimes against the natural environment. The author aims to define crimes, that can be performed only intentionally, and exactly what forms of intention are basic for such crimes. The etymological interpretations of the terms of “motivation”, “motive”, and “aim” are analyzed. 

Grounding on the scientific results of pedagogic and this research the author formulates the scheme of a willed behavior while performing a crime against the natural environment.

On the base of the research, the author concludes the grounds for the determination of the form of the fault.
