Miroshnichenko A.K. The Experience of Foreign Countries in Prevention of Crimes Committed on Grounds of Revenge on Law Enforcement and Court Officers 
The author gives an overview of the current state of the prevention of crimes committed due to revenge on law enforcement and court officers in Ukraine. It is noted that the independence of Ukraine has created the conditions for the rule of law and respect for human rights, expansion of citizens’ rights and freedoms, filling them with new content and the creation of guarantees for their full implementation. However, crimes of recent years, with increasing level of crimes against law enforcement officers and judges, confirm the need for the state to intervene actively in the process of establishing a new judiciary and police.

It is stated that at the present stage of development of society, the professional activities of judges and law enforcement officials, based on the implementation of the legal and moral requirements, and the rule of law and the prevention of crime is a major indicator of the maturity and reliability. At the same time, their professional activity requires conscientious performance of official duties, moral purity, integrity, truthfulness. However, the behavior of law enforcement and the court officers under certain conditions can lead to revenge. Reasons for such a revenge enough, in particular, a conscientious attitude to the duties, uncompromising, or vice versa, violation of procedural terms of investigation and consideration of criminal cases, the violation of the rule of law, prejudice, abuse, and the like. All the above facts constitute a very unfavorable, negative situation and only qualified actions of industry experts can be a really effective factor in resolving this extremely difficult issue and to prevent crimes committed with the purpose of revenge.

Crimes committed out of revenge, has been given sufficient attention in the scientific literature. This issue affects philosophers, historians, psychologists, sociologists, lawyers. However, most of the problems have been associated with the emergence of vengeance in the ancient law, the definition of the concept of revenge and its transformation. Considerable attention was paid to revenge arising for religious reasons and motives of hatred and enmity.

The motive of revenge determines the activity and is an activity by itself. Arising directly influenced by the needs and interests of the offender, it determines the dynamic side of the face, the source of its activity, the energy nature of the action.

Considered legislation and analyzed the experience of foreign countries in the management and prevention of crimes committed on the soil of vengeance, hatred, and enmity. Analysis of literature suggests that in the European countries differently addressed the issue of regulation of the activity of law enforcement bodies and courts, as well as protecting their legitimate interests in the performance of official duties by criminal and other illegal threats. We have studied the legal framework of the former Soviet Union, and Germany, Poland, Slovakia, Slovenia, Hungary, France and the Czech Republic. This experience of foreign countries to regulate and prevent the crimes committed for the purpose of revenge, hatred, enmity can be useful for modern Ukraine.
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
