Karpenko M. Goryshniak D.  Features of the implementation of criminal proceedings which contain the information that relates to the state secret
The necessity of studies of the criminal process, containing a state secret, is grounded. It is emphasized that the rules of criminal procedure that contains information that constitutes state secrets, established in сhap. 40 of Criminal Procedural Code of Ukraine. As a general rule the use of state secrecy in criminal proceedings is the prohibition of entering this information into the judicial decisions. It is stated that a state secret is a kind of secret information, which includes information in defense, economy, science and technology, foreign relations, national security and public order, the disclosure of which could harm the national security of Ukraine and are recognized in the manner prescribed by law, a state secret and are protected by the state. It is emphasized that the material state secrets are stored together with the criminal proceedings. However, if the material carriers of classified information are not attached to the preliminary investigation, they will be deposited to the classified department of pre-trial investigation body. It is emphasized that, according to the general requirements of secrecy requirement for participation in criminal proceedings, constituting a state secret is the availability of access to state secrets certain degree of privacy, and access to specific classified information and material media. It was established that in order to maintain secrecy injured its representative, interpreter, expert, specialist, secretary of the trial, court officers are prohibited from making not only copies, but extracts from materials containing state secrets. Suspect, their defenders and legal representatives are prohibited from making copies of materials containing state secrets, but they are allowed to make extracts from them (in order to properly prepare for defense). Such statement will be sealed by the person who was made in a way that makes it impossible to get acquainted with their contents. Familiarization of anyone except the person who made them with contents of extracts is not allowed. Extracts must be kept in compliance with the requirements of secrecy in the pre-trial or court investigation and given to the person who made them; its staff during the preliminary investigation is in the premises of the preliminary investigation, during the proceedings – in the courthouse. Bring statement outside of these premises is prohibited. It is concluded that the regulation of criminal proceedings, containing a state secret, carried out while respecting the two equally important, albeit conflicting interests. On the one hand, the law establishes guarantees of state secrets protection since it provides access to only those investigators, prosecutors, judges and advocates who have access to state secrets and thus responsible for its disclosure. On the other hand, for these participants, as suspected, the law provides for the review of information constituting a state secret and executed without having access to it.
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
