Oleynik V.  The direct object of crime of marine pollution (art. 243 of the CC of Ukraine)
In the article was investigated the direct object of crime of marine pollution. Existing points of view on the matter of main and additional direct objects of this crime are deeply analyzed. In the article are given the author’s definitions for main and additional direct objects of a crime of marine pollution.
The research of direct object of a mentioned crime is based on understanding of generic object of crimes against natural environment (one of which is marine pollution) as social relations about circumstances within the limits of Ukraine, that create favorable conditions for vital activity, are natural requirement for life  and provide existence of  consistent polyfunctional balanced system, to which human belongs  (and that is a natural environment), its  defense, rational exploitation, sanitation and restoration for current and future generations, so that this system would guarantee safe for  life and health surrounding.      

The author draws attention to the fact, that understating of direct object of a certain crime has significant importance for theory and practice of criminal law. It is stated, that in criminal law doctrine  a direct object of a crime is recognized as certain social relations under the guardianship of the criminal law, that are highly damaged by the deed, which corresponds with essential elements of certain crime.   
The author states, that the analyze of criminal law sources leads to a conclusion that the place of a certain legal norm (in our case – the art. 243 of the CC of Ukraine) in criminal legislation is determined in respect to defense of not only generic object, but main direct object as well, including the one being researched in this article. It is also important to stress, that the additional direct object of a crime means social relations that are always being highly damaged as well.

Basing on the research, the author offers his own definition of main and additional direct object of crime, stated in the art. 243 of the CC of Ukraine. The main direct object of this crime is social relations, that provide conditions for proper, which means established by current legislation, defense  of rational exploitation, sanitation and restoration of  internal sea waters, territorial sea waters of Ukraine, exclusive (maritime) zone waters of Ukraine, waters of the high seas in their favorable state for vital activity of current and future generations. The additional direct object of the mentioned crime is social relations that provide conditions for defense of human life and health, marine bioresources, recreational resources, and other legal kinds of sea use. 
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
