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The article investigates the psychological theories of deviant behavior, namely their psychodynamic direction.
Social and biological theory cannot fully explain the formation of deviant behavior. It also depends on the personality and psychological characteristics of subjects of social interaction. As  biological theories based on physical data of the individual, psychological theories sought explanations for deviations in behavior not in society, but in the individual. The basis of these theories is the occurrence of conflict in the minds of the personality.

One of directions of psychological theories is psychodynamic theory emerged from Freud's psychoanalysis and revealing unconscious the mechanisms of human behavior. At first Freudian theory of personality development was biologically based and emphasized the primacy of instinctive actions - internal requirements. Freud singled out two major kinds of instincts: the life instinct and the death instinct. Aggressive instinct recognized derivative and the main manifestation of the death instinct, and tendency to aggression - output instinctive tendency, which characteristic of all human beings.

Freud in the psychic life of man singled conscious and unconscious. The unconscious contains what is inaccessible to consciousness due to suppression (actually unconscious), and that can easily move from the unconscious to the conscious (preconscious). Conscious acts instance that sensually treats internal and external excitation, which makes them realizable through language.

Another key point was the introduction of the structure of the psychic apparatus. The structural model proposed by Sigmund Freud, consists of three systems: id, ego and super-ego. Psychological well-being of the individual depends on how effectively communicate these three substructures.

Psychodynamic theories explore internal dynamics of development of the person and reveal underlying mechanisms of personal functioning. These theories, above all, allow answer the question: why people behave in a certain way. What is the motivation of their behavior and how it was formed. To explain the behavior of the individual deviations the most successful and popular was theory of Adler.
