Matviіchuk V. Objective side of the crime of violation of water protection rules: theoretical and applied problems
In the article investigates the objective side of the crime of violation of water protection rules and solves a number of theoretical and applied problems on this issue. The author finds a number of terms and concepts that enable to reveal the outward manifestation of the crime of violation of water protection rules. The paper proposed a number of concepts that reveal this socially dangerous act.

At the beginning of his study, the author emphasizes that the objective side of the crime is a set of established criminal law features characterizing external process of a criminal assault. In addition, external features (symptoms) of criminal action are reflected in part in the law. We consider that a clear description of them is an important prerequisite for compliance legality in enforcement activity of law enforcement bodies and courts, because bringing a person to criminal liability, namely in the area of ​​pollution, contamination and exhaustion of water objects, it is always associated with the installation in behavior specific socially dangerous acts, referred to in the law.
The author notes that the outer side of the crime under Art. 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine has still not found its sufficient research, it is too difficult to understand, has significant discussion points and issues in legal terms that somehow have affected the practice and application of legislative activity and the theory of criminal law. The author believes that many concepts used by existing sources to determine the essential characteristics of the objective side of the crime of violation of water protection rules, have understandable grounds, the author calls these grounds and analyzes them.
In own study, the author puts the task in the first place, take account positive aspects relating to the disclosure of signs of the objective side of the crime investigated by us, analyze them consistently; secondly, using the general concept of the objective side of crime, select those provided by article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.
At the end of this study, the author concludes that the threat to the environment is a sign provided by part 1 of Art. 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, on the content is much broader than the possibility of harm to agricultural production and fish stocks. This should include such components as objects of fauna and flora. In addition, water pollution may create a risk of harm of land, mineral resources, the territories taken under state protection and objects of natural reserve fund. The author notes that this assessment is not contrary offensive of consequences referred to part 2 of article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, as a threat, provided by part 1 of this article.
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
