Kovalovа T. The concept of the enactment on criminal liability in the space in the Ukrainian legislation and law
The article deals with the concept of the Law on criminal liability in space in the Ukrainian legislation and law. The question which the author considers the article are essential for understanding the nature of regulations that cover this issue, as well as the theory of criminal law and law enforcement. In this article the most important quality characteristics and concepts of the Law on criminal liability in space in the Ukrainian legislation and law.
It turns out territorial and extraterritorial law on criminal liability in space.

The author defines the spatial limits of implementation of the law on criminal liability are determined by the ratio of such concepts as "sovereignty", "territory", "jurisdiction". The work item is determined that the state usually performs full (territorial) jurisdiction within its territory and limited (extraterritorial) - abroad. It turns out that the jurisdiction of the states based on the principles that establish to what extent their jurisdiction can be extended. The author argues the existing points of view on the implementation of the space of the laws on criminal responsibility, which is based on a system of principles: territorial, citizenship, diplomatic and other immunities, special mission, the real, universal and extradition (dominant system of these principles is the territorial principle). It is alleged that the authors of existing publications do not offer the concept of the law on criminal liability in space.

It is proposed that question declared us to decide the title according to the current Criminal Code of Ukraine, as well as the international legal provisions, the problem of territorial and extraterritorial effect of the law on criminal responsibility. The author notes that these problems should be solved by using the following principles: 1) territoriality of the law on criminal responsibility, which is the basis for implementing a territorial and extraterritorial jurisdiction of Ukraine; 2) personal - as the basis of extraterritorial jurisdiction with respect to Ukraine Ukrainian citizens and stateless persons permanently residing in its territory; 3) real - which is the basis for implementation of extraterritorial jurisdiction with respect to Ukraine is not its citizens who have committed crimes against the interests of Ukraine, its citizens or stateless persons permanently residing in its territory; 4) Universal - which serves as basis for implementation of extraterritorial jurisdiction with respect to Ukraine is not its citizens who have committed crimes that infringe on public order, which is on the international treaty on the interaction of various states.

The author proposed a definition of the law on criminal liability in space.
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
