Oliynik V. Actus Reus of a Crime, Stated in the Par. 243 of The CC of Ukraine
In this article the actus reus of a crime, stated in the par. 243 of the CC of Ukraine, is researched. Existing points of view about elements of actus reus of a mentioned crime are analyzed. The author offers his own definition of the actus reus of a crime, stated in the par. 243 of the CC of Ukraine.

The author states, that it is generally accepted to understand actus reus as a total of elements, stated in criminal law that characterize external process of a criminal offense. It is also suggested, that external characteristics of a criminal offense are partly reflected in law. Actus reus as a formal element of a definition of a crime contains the largest part of information, which is necessary for classification of crimes. 

The author  stresses, that detailed description of actus reus of a researched crime is an important precondition for legal order in activity of law enforcement bodies, because  persecution of a person is always connected with determination in his/her behavior of a socially dangerous act, mentioned in the par. 243 of the CC of Ukraine.

The research is started with the itemization of elements of actus reus, which are: deed (act or lack of action), crime situation, modus operandi, place, time, instrumentalities and source of criminal offense. 

It is stated, that the understanding of content and extent of juridical, specific biological, chemical and medical expressions, used   in the par. 243 of the CC of Ukraine, has important meaning for right qualification of a crime, stated in mentioned paragraph of the criminal law.  This problem demands additional research and conclusions. Nest the author researches specific elements of the actus reus of this crime, starting with instrumentalities. 

Basing on the research, the author comes to a conclusion, that the actus reus of a crime, stated in the par. 243 of the CC of Ukraine, consists of such elements: deed (act or lack of action), instrumentalities, place and sources of criminal offense. 
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
