Khar I. Theoretical and applied problems of the committer of crimes against electoral, labor and other personal rights and freedoms of man and citizen

 The article deals with theoretical and applied problems of the committer of crimes against electoral, labor and other personal rights and freedoms of man and citizen. The author clarifies the existing points of view on the committer of crime. The paper analyzed the historical legislative approach to the understanding of the perpetrator and the modern securing it in the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The work covers the theoretical, philosophical, medical and psychological resources for finding and in-depth understanding of the committer of crime. Research outlined the basic theoretical and methodological problems of committer of crimes in the science of criminal law. The paper studied the theory and legal views of Kant, Hegel, Feuerbach, Fichte and other researchers of law in relation to the committer of crime. In addition, analyzed the different legal schools that  had the vision on the committer of crime, in particular, the classical school of criminal law (which the representatives were:  Binding, Rossi, Garro,  Kistyakovsky, Tagantsev,  Serhiyevskyy), anthropological school of criminal law (whose founder  Lobrozo,  Garofalo,  Ferry), sociological school of criminal law (which representatives Prins, Foynitsky).
The study covers the Soviet and modern periods, finding a significant contribution to the development of theory and methodology on the issues of problem of the perpetrator. In addition, investigates ratio of the concept of "committer of crime" and "identity of the committer of crime."

The author found out the existing classification of the committer of crime and various views on the problem and also showed their inconsistency. The paper proposes the most receptive classification of committers of crimes that would be useful for the theory of criminal law, and for law enforcement.
In this article, analyzed in detail the existing points of view on committers of specific offenses provided for articles 157-158, 158-1, 158-2, 159-159-1, 160-184 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, which are in the fifth section of the current Criminal Code of Ukraine. The author offered on the basis of the analysis of the relevant offenses, the theoretical positions and existing views definitions of certain committers of crimes.
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
