Zubets J. Committer of crime of failure to provide help to a person who is in a condition dangerous to life
The article deals with an offense under Art. 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The author examines the general theoretical approaches to the subject of crime in general and in particular under Art. 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The work conducted discussion on existing views on the subject of the crime as well as proposed definition of the perpetrator failure to help a person who is in a condition dangerous to life.

The author notes that the question of the subject of crime for many years been controversial theory of criminal law. The author also says that the subject of the crime criminal law recognizes the physical sane person (person), which reached the time of the commission of certain crimes age from which the person who committed socially dangerous act prohibited by criminal law, and able to carry on his criminal responsibility and calls several definitions of the perpetrator.

To understand better definition of the perpetrator by resorting to historical analysis of the legislative approach to understanding this element of the offense.

The author goes on to cover the methodology in the criminal justice literature on the subject of crime. The author emphasizes the importance to understanding the theoretical and methodological problems of the concept of "perpetrator." Also the author draws attention to the theoretical basis for the study of the perpetrator, such as - the age set by the law as a fact that sets of criminal responsibility for the committed. According to the article, the age of the perpetrator as a sign of deep scientists practically not been studied. In certain historical phases of the age at which criminal liability is advancing, the legislator placed differently.

An important aspect of the research subjects of crime in general and in particular the perpetrator under Art. 136 Criminal Code of Ukraine study author calls this complex issue in the science of criminal law and criminology, the ratio of the concepts of "an offense" and "offender", and reveals this.

In addition, as the author notes, in relation to the perpetrator is also a problem of its classification.

Thus, with the basic methodological and theoretical approaches to the subject of crime, in particular on crime under st.136 Criminal Code of Ukraine, the author holds a direct investigation of the perpetrator failure to help a person who is in a condition dangerous to life.

Having thus complete study of the perpetrator under Art. 136 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, the author offers his own, copyright his definition: "The offender failure to help a person who is in a condition dangerous to life is sane physical person (citizen of Ukraine or stateless person, a citizen of a foreign country), which by the time of the commission crime was 16-years old and does not put their actions victim in life-threatening condition, which in accordance with Art. 136 Criminal Code of Ukraine has an obligation to help where possible victim or disclose the person's condition appropriately institutions or persons (a person that is not charged with the obligation to provide such assistance to a person or care (care) about that person for other legal acts contract). "
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
