Desiatnyk V. The Problem of the Unity of the Scientific Method. 

        The article consists of introduction, three chapters and conclusions.        Introduction contains posing the problem of the unity of scientific method, attitude to the problems of modern Ukrainian legal science and research purpose.

       Section 1. The critical tradition was formed on the grounds of legends criticism method (or inherited explanations criticism method) with further transition to a new, improved imagination, which in turn became the subject of criticism. In the view of Popper, this method is the method of science. The invention of this method, he suggests, was a unique event in human history. In the West, it ceased to exist as soon as the activity of academic schools of Athens was repressed by the victorious and intolerant Christianity, in the East he stayed a little longer. In the Middle Ages this critical method only mourn. During the Renaissance, it was not so much re-invented as a borrowed together with the newly open when Greek philosophy and Greek science.

       Section 2. One of the important problems that Popper considers in a classic article "The logic of the social sciences" (1962), but which definitely has a much wider significance, is the problem of the unity of natural and humanitarian knowledge. Popper from the beginning of his research activity supported the idea of the unity of scientific knowledge. In the development of the ideas he put forward the concept of unity of method and social sciences. It is clearly set out in the sixth thesis of the article: the method of the social sciences, as well as the method of the science, is to test attempts to offer solutions to the problems which have begun our investigation. Thus concludes Popper, science is a method of test method attempts to solve our problems through assumptions (or insight), controlled by harsh criticism. This is - consciously critical development of the method of "trial and error". The so-called objectivity of science means objectivity of critical method. This means first of all, he notes, that no theory is not inaccessible to criticism, and that the primary tool of logical criticism is - logical contradiction - objectively.
       Section 3. In the preface to the famous work "Conjectures and Refutations" (1963) Popper writes that the essays and lectures of which this book is composed, represent variations on a simple theme - a variation of the thesis, which argues that we are able to learn from our mistakes. They develop a theory of knowledge and its growth. It is a theory of mind that attributes rational argument to play modest, but nevertheless important role of criticism of our often mistaken attempts to solve our problems. It is at the same time the theory of experience that ascribes our observations equally  modest and almost equally important role - the role of an examination that can help us to identify an error. Although it underscores our ability to make mistakes, there is no concessions skepticism, because it also highlights the fact that knowledge can grow and science can progress - just because we can learn from their mistakes.

      Conclusions. The paper contains compelling arguments of philosophy of science "critical mind" and other researchers in favor of the concept of unity of method of natural and human sciences, which proposed method assumptions and denials. As part of the fundamental logical methodological concept of critical legal thinking, which put forward the author of this article, assumptions and denials method can be applied to consider legal problems.
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
