Khar I. Theoretical and Applied Problems of a Subject of Property Crimes

The article examines theoretical and methodological grounds of a subject of property crimes under articles 185-187, 188-1, 189-194, 194-1, 195-197, 197-1, 198 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 
Theories and legal ideas of I.Kant, G.W.F. Hegel, L.A. von Feuerbach, J.G. Fichte, and other researches of law, which made great influence on  development of legal science in Ukraine, are researched 
Points of view of the most famous scientists of the classical, anthropological, and sociological schools on the subject of a crime are analyzed. 
Methodological and historical analyze of a subject of a crime under criminal law and legislation of the Soviet Union and its strand - Ukrainian Soviet Socialistic Republic is made. 
The classification of subjects of property crimes is researched. Terms ‘subject of a crime’, ‘personality of a criminal’, ‘private individual’, and ‘nonpublic individual’ are investigated. 
	The article covers with research the following crimes: theft (article 185 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); stealing openly (article 186 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); robbery (article 187 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); stealing electricity by unauthorized use (article 188-1 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine);  extortion (article 189 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine);  fraud (article 190 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine);  conversion, embezzlement, or abstraction of  property  by abuse of official position (article 191 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); causation of  property damage by false pretences or abuse of trust (article 192 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); misappropriation of a thing found or accidentally happened to be in person’s possession (article 193 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); intentional destruction or damage of property 
(article 194 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); intentional damage of electricity generation facilities (article 194-1 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); spelling destruction of property (article 195 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); 
unintentional destruction or damage of property (article 196 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); breach of obligations for property protection (article 197 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); unauthorized occupation of land and unauthorized building (article 197-1 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); acquisition, receiving, keeping or disposing of property, obtained by crime (article 198 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine).

The author suggests the definition of subjects of mentioned crimes. 
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
