Masko D.  The Subsumer of Violation of Rules Related to Extraction and/or Protection of Mineral Resources
The article deals with the issues related to. The author of the article studies different aspects of the issues described in Article 240 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The Article says that violation of prescribed rules related to the protection of mineral resources, where it exposed human life and health or environment to danger, and also unlawful mining of mineral resources of national importance, shall be punishable by a fine in the amount up to one hundred non-taxable minimum incomes of citizens, or by restriction of freedom for a term up to two years; the same acts committed on territories and sites of natural conservation, or repeated, or where they caused death of people or massive spread of disease among them, or any other grave consequences, shall be punishable by restraint of liberty for a term of two to five years, or imprisonment for the same term, with the forfeiture of illegally mined resources and mining equipment.
It has been found out that scholars have different interpretations of the abovementioned notion. In particular, it is defined as social relations; a person regardless his/her age, intellectual development, social status, individuals or groups of individuals; law-protected socially important values, interests and benefits; procedures for the establishment of social relations. In this context, the study of the structure of the direct target of the crime mentioned above is of a particular importance. The elements of the offence under Article 240 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine include conditions to ensure protection and rational use of the natural world and to provide environmental sustainability in view of the fact that the relevant relations are aimed not at objects or physical bodies but at the very relationships due to which individuals have social interaction. This suggests that the subsumer of the rules related to extraction and protection of mineral resources corresponds to social relations regarding conditions or relations between individuals aimed at protection and rational use of the natural world. This, in turn, means that the subsumer of the violation of rules related to extraction and protection of mineral resources includes individuals engaged in social relations, socially important activities as the substance of such relations, as well as the core of social relations.
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
