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The article examines theoretical and applied problems of subjective signs of a crime of pollution, contamination and exhaustion of water objects.

The author researches different points of view on classification of subjects of a crime, which exist in criminal law literature (A.A.Piontkovskii, V.Ya.Tatsii, A.Pysarev, V.D.Pakutin, and other scientists in the field of theoretical matters of a subject of a crime). In order to research the matter of classification of subjects of a crime the author analyzes terms ‘subject of a crime’, ‘private individual’, ‘public individual’, ‘nonpublic individual’, and ‘citizens’. Features of a private, nonpublic, and public person are   determined. 

Matters of criminal liability of legal entities for crimes under the article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine are researched as well. The author investigates the matter of criminal liability of legal entities in retrospective, and proves its necessity in particular regarding crimes under the article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. With this background the author studies arguments of supporters and detractors of criminal liability of legal entities. The subject of crime of criminal infraction of rules for water objects usage is researched. On the grounds of a complex research of a subject of crime under the article 242 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, the author suggests his own definition of a subject of a mentioned crime.  

Next the author determines the subjective side of a crime of pollution, contamination and exhaustion of water objects basing on the recognized thesis on the topic. Signs of a subjective side of a crime of pollution, contamination and exhaustion of water objects are researched by means of methodological and theoretical analyze. Different points of view on this matter are researched. On the grounds of the research the author suggests his conclusions on the topic. 
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
