Stefanchuk  М. M. The Principles of Organization of the Public Prosecutor's Office Activity in Realization of a Court Representation Function 

The article highlights the principles of organization of the prosecutor’s office activity in court representation of interests of citizen or a state; analyzes the course of the scientific discussion on this issue; suggests selecting general and specific principles, gives their characteristics.

First of all, the features and the concept of "the principle of" as a fundamental category were highlighted in detail.

The article shared the principles of organization of the public prosecutor’s office activity of the representation of the interests of the citizen or the state in the court: a) general principles of organization and activity of the public prosecutor’s office; and b) specific principles that take place in the implementation of the function of representation.

Thus, the first group of principles should be classified as: the rule of law and recognition of human life and health, honor and dignity, integrity and security of the highest social value; legality, justice, impartiality and objectivity; political neutrality of the public prosecutor’s office; transparency of the public prosecutor’s office activity. However, given the universality of research on the issue, this group of principles in the article in detail wasn’t investigated.

The second group of principles of organization of the prosecutor’s office activity in court representation of interests of citizens or the state – are special principles, means those principles, which consider the organization of activity by the direction of representation.

The groups of principles are investigated in more detail in the article. However, it is divided into two subgroups: special principles that are vested in the current legislation (legitimate principles) and special principles that aren’t vested (illegitimate principles).

The legitimate special principles of organization of the public prosecutor’s office activity in court representation of interests of citizens or the state are clearly defined in article 3 of the Law of Ukraine "On the Public Prosecutor’s Office", in particular the principles of territoriality; independence of prosecutors; strict compliance with professional ethics and conduct.

The illegitimate special principles of organization of the public prosecutor’s office activity in court representation of interests of citizens or the state includes the principles that are not directly vested in the law, in particular, the principle of unity; the principle of delegation of management authority; the principle of collegiality and unity of command.

All of the aforementioned specific principles are covered in the article.
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
