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The article deals with the real principle of the operation of the law on criminal responsibility in space. The scientific publications concerning the problem of the validity of the law, operation of the real principle in space and the current state of the issue. The author reflects in the publication the break in the legislative consolidation of the real principle of the operation of the law on criminal responsibility in space in the territory of Ukraine.

The author investigates the existing scientific viewpoints on the real principle of the operation of the law on criminal responsibility in space. The author of the publication argues with existing points of view on the topic, separates their positive provisions that give the opportunity to suggest legal provisions on the validity of the real principle of the operation of law on criminal responsibility in space.

The article analyzes the real principle in the current wording of Art. 8 of The Criminal Code of Ukraine in relation to foreigners or stateless persons, who do not live permanently in Ukraine, and who have committed a crime outside their borders and are subject to criminal responsibility under this Code if they are committed grave or especially grave crimes against the rights and freedoms of citizens Ukraine or the interests of Ukraine. Also, the author examines the changes made to Art. 8 The Criminal Code of Ukraine, regarding the real principle of the law on the criminal responsibility in space.

The author clarifies the basis which the legislator of Ukraine has taken as the basis for the existence of a real principle of the operation of  the law on criminal responsibility in space under the current Criminal Code of Ukraine. Besides, the concept of the principle of protection that it has significant divergences in the laws of other states is analyzed in the article. The author examines the scientific suggestions about the interests and boundaries of this concept. The work focuses attention on filling in the gaps of the territorial principle of the operation of the law on criminal responsibility in space.
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
