Matviichuk V. The Objective Aspect of a Crime of Violation of Inviolability of Private Life (Part 1, Article 182 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine)

The article deals with the objective aspect of a crime provided for by Part 1, Article 182 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The author investigates the existing viewpoints on the external reflex of this crime, debates with their authors, details the positive ideas, which are important for the research of the objective aspect of a crime of violation of inviolability of private life.

A wide number of the legal act, including international ones, related to the topic of the research, and which shed lights on the external features of this socially dangerous act, are used in the article. The author also suggests his own approaches to the examination of the following actions: illegal collection of the confidential information about a person, which is a personal or a family secret; illegal storage of the confidential information about a person, which is a personal or a family secret; illegal use of the confidential information about a person, which is a personal or a family secret; illegal destruction of the confidential information about a person, which is a personal or a family secret; illegal dissemination of the confidential information about a person, which is a personal or a family secret; illegal change of the confidential information about a person, which is a personal or a family secret.
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
