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One of the main problems in the study of the person of the offender is the ratio of social and biological factors and their influence on her behavior. It is being discussed throughout the development of the science of Criminology and has a fundamentally practical and legal value. From its solution in many respects depend on the explanation of crime and the determination of the main directions of preventing and combating it, however, in the science of Criminology this problem is solved not sure. National criminologists uphold the position that criminality, as well as particular crimes, in every society, are socially induced. Though it doesn`t mean ignoring of the biological factors, which at the same time play a role of the circumstances that contribute to the criminal behavior, but not a reason for it. This is why criminologists while describing the personality of a criminal insist on investigation of the system of social, psychological, moral, psychic, and legal features. The study of psychology, psychophysiology, psychiatry, as well as some criminological data, give grounds to believe that the weakening or distortion of the mental activity of any origin contributes to the emergence and development of such traits as irritability, aggression, violence, and, however, leads to a decrease in voluntary processes, improvement of suggestiveness, weakening of the deterrent of control mechanisms. The significance of these factors increases in modern globalization changes that characterized the overall psychological and psychic tension, increase the number of emotionally-stress disorders of mental states.

Theorists of the behavior-life idea consider the impact of the external environment, as a key factor in human behavior. Only environment, rather than internal mental representation, forms a person, its behavior and on the basis of studying the behavior of one human might identify and summarize the basic laws, which are inherent to all. The practical purpose of this theory is the ability to manipulate the surrounding environment (independent), and then measure behavioral reactions (dependent). Thus, say advocates of this theory, is the ability to open certain laws related to the conduct of specific individuals.

A slightly different perspective on the causes of human behavior, respected supporters of socio-cognitive. In their opinion the basic human behavior is formed due to the observation, or on the basis of experience. A person may independently affect the motif, emotions and actions. Another position of individual scientists based on the fact that criminal behavior is caused by the only biological factors.

With regard to the high scientific interest, there may be a viewpoint according to which for some crimes the social factors are more important, and for another – biological.  

Research and study of the person of the offender are required for analyze and assess the inherent her signs of nature, needs, values, etc. The main scientific value of existing approaches to human will depend on to what extent they will stimulate new research. Moreover, in order not to lose its scientific value, the theory of personality (the relationship of social and biological) must be corrected according to the obtaining of new empirical data. This ability to choose and implement the following methods and measures to prevent a crime that most affect a specific type, and gender. Scientific and reasonable precautions that evaluate all aspects that affect the behavior of the person of the offender is the basis for effective prevention of individual criminal behavior. Taking this into consideration, you can emphasize that scientific research persons the most relevant in the following areas: 1) the study of cognitive processes and their relationships with other aspects of psychological functioning; 2) study of the interaction between social factors and personality characteristics (motives, values, features education, attitudes, behavior, etc.); 3) study of the phases of crises and personal development; 4) study of problems relating to the practical activity of the person. A comprehensive approach in these areas and contribute to the definition of more effective measures for preventing and combating crime.
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
