In the article, the problem of observing the norms of international humanitarian law by States and armed forces in the period of armed conflicts is analyzed in detail on the basis of the existing disagreements in the legal literature and international practice. In this connection, the importance of the norms of international law in the need to protect the rights of children (in particular, the Geneva Conventions of 1949 and the Additional Protocols to them) is particularly emphasized. In general, the legal basis for the enforcement of the international humanitarian law by States is the generally recognized principle of international law – the conscientious fulfillment of international obligations. Considering this, the article makes some theoretical and practical proposals related to more effective protection of the rights of a child in the period of armed conflicts and in the direction of strengthening the measures of response.
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
