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The article deals with the matter of the qualifying elements of a crime of violation of inviolability of private life. The general theoretical issues regarding the qualifying elements and aggravating circumstances are analyzed. 
In the paper, the analysis of the existing viewpoints on the repetition of crimes is provided. Additionally, the viewpoints on the repetition of the comparable crimes are investigated. The author’s definition of the repetition of the comparable crimes is suggested.

Grounding on the mentioned results the author identifies forms of the repetition of a crime of violation of inviolability of private life.

In the article, much attention is paid to such a qualifying element of a crime provided for in Part 2, Article 182 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, as “the same actions where they caused significant damage to legally protected rights, freedoms, or interests of a person”. The author defines the existing scientific viewpoints on such a qualifying element of the mentioned crime as significant damage. 

Some part of the article is devoted to a significant damage in the form of pecuniary losses.

It is stated that there are no scientific publications on the issue of the significant damage of nonmaterial character with regard to the researched crime. The author researches scientific viewpoints on the significant damage of nonmaterial character. The analysis of the scientific viewpoints on the significant damage of nonmaterial character demonstrates highly problematic nature of this topic because of judgment-based categories. 

The author suggests the number of conclusions regarding the following matters: repetition of crimes; positive aspects about qualifying elements of the researched crime, described in other scientists’ papers; repetition of comparable crimes etc.  
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
