Khar I. A Perpetrator of Crimes against the Established Procedure of Military Service

In this article, the general provisions regarding a perpetrator of a crime are considered. 
The author provides the research of a perpetrator of the following crimes: against the rules of subordination and established rules of conduct between military servants; against the rules of performance of military duty; against the rules of safekeeping use, and handling of munitions; against the rules of performance of special duties; disclosure of military information that constitutes state secret or loss of documents or materials that contain any such information; military crimes in the sphere of the official activities; against the rules of performance of military duty in the context of war, in a combat situation; crimes responsibility for which is established in international treaties. 
The author insists on the high importance of the research of the historical sources for the understanding of theoretical and methodological problems of the idea of a perpetrator of a crime. The author pays special attention to the papers of the greatest theorists of the classical criminal law school of the second part of the XVIII – the beginning of the XIX centuries and the opposite anthropological criminal law schools. The author also examines the matter of the researching a perpetrator of a crime from the perspective of the methodology of theoretical concepts in Ukrainian and Russian criminal law and provides the comparative analysis of these concepts. 

In author’s opinion, the important theoretical ground for the research of a perpetrator of a crime is the matter of criminal capacity and incapacity of a person which committed a crime and the age of criminal responsibility. The importance of the classification of a perpetrator of a crime is proved.

Grounding on the basic methodological and theoretical approaches to the perpetrator of a crime in general and of crimes against the established procedure of military service, the author moves toward the characteristics of the subjects of the specific crimes provided for in Paragraph XIX of the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.

Grounding on the research the author suggests her conclusions regarding a perpetrator of military crimes and eight kinds of them available in juridical sources. 
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
