Matviychuk V. K. Mens Rea of a Crime of Misappropriation of Lands of Water Resources on an Especially Large Scale
In this article, the research of mens rea of a crime of misappropriation of lands of water resources on an especially large scale is provided. The author defines general provisions regarding mens rea of a crime, and of a crime provided for in Article 239-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine in particular. The author also investigates the existing viewpoints on mental attitude to the mentioned crime. The authentic conclusions about mens rea of a crime of misappropriation of lands of water resources on an especially large scale are suggested. 

The author concentrates on the matter of correlation between a mens rea and guilt, shortly describes main ideas on this topic, debates with their authors.

Further, the author concentrates on the psychological content of a mens rea of a crime and investigates it by means of the following legal elements: guilt, motive, and purpose, which characterize different forms of human psychological activity. 

The author defines and analyzes different viewpoints on the elements of a mens rea of a crime provided for in Parts 1, 2, and 3 Article 239-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 

The scientist suggests his personal conclusions regarding the mens rea of a crime provided for in Parts 1 and 2 Article 239-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, guilt in the form of intent, motive, and behavior of a perpetrator. The author pays special attention to the research of intent in this crime and double form of guilt which means direct intent for actions and negligence for the consequences. 
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
