Vorobey P. Comparative Characteristics of Crimes provided for in Articles 384-385 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and Similar Offences under Criminal Legislation of the Former USSR
In the article, the national criminal legislation and criminal legislation of the republics of the former USSR regarding criminal responsibility for the willful false testimony and for the refuse of witnesses, experts or translators from their duties are researched and compared. The necessity of introduction of positive experience into the criminal legislation of Ukraine is also grounded. 

The author formulates his personal guidelines and recommendations for further improvement of the legal provisions of the Criminal Code of Ukraine about false testimony and for the refuse of witnesses, experts or translators from their duties.
The author examines an actus reus of a crime of the willful false testimony of a witness, victim, experts or translator and describes the criminal acts: in the form of refusal to testify, to give a conclusion, or to translate according to the legislation of Ukraine. The author also investigates different scientific viewpoints on the mentioned acts. 

Further, the author characterizes an actus reus of a willful false testimony of a witness, victim, experts or translator and inquires to the criminal legislation of the Russian Federation, Republic of Belarus, Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Azerbaijan Republic, Uzbekistan Republic, and Republic of Tajikistan.

Grounding on the comparative analysis of the national Ukrainian criminal legislation and criminal legislation of the former USSR republics, the author examines the matter of relief from criminal responsibility of a witness, victim, expert, and translator for willful false testimony, expert conclusion and wrong translation. The proposals for the improvement of the Article 384 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine are suggested.   
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
