Miroshnichenko A.K. Specifically-criminological Measures of Prevention of Crimes Committed in Revenge against Court Employees and Law Enforcement Officials
The author focuses on the necessity for the normal functioning of the judiciary and law enforcement agencies, despite the political, economic and social problems that exist in Ukraine. It is stated that in the Constitution of Ukraine, Laws of Ukraine "On the Judicial System and Status of Judges" and "On the National Police," the emphasis is on the rule of law, ensuring each citizen's right to protection, which provides for a fair decision on the merits, the desire and commitment of compliance with European standards and combating crime, the maintenance of security and order. It was stated that the infringement on  life of a judge or a law enforcement officer, obstruction of his professional activities, unlawful acts against members of their families, as well as other unlawful actions, including those committed for the purpose of revenge, should attract wide public attention, be subject to review, both of practical professionals and scientists.

It is indicated that the conducted analysis of extraordinary events, during which judges and law enforcement officers have been injured or killed, allowed establishing basic determinants of crimes committed for the purpose of revenge. This is an unsatisfactory level of security, corruption, low level of professional knowledge,  choice of inappropriate or misleading tactics of conduct, insufficiently detailed pat search of the offender, lack of control over his mental state, revaluation of own capabilities, lack of control over the own mental state. Other factors noted are the lack of a sense of danger, the confidence that the status of a judge or an employee of law enforcement bodies is a guarantee against physical violence, the loss of vigilance, ignoring the danger signs, failure to recognize them in time. In addition, special attention should be paid to crimes committed by police officers and judges.

Some specially-criminological measures to prevent crimes committed in revenge against court employees and law enforcement officials are named. Among them: -  investigating of the administrative territories in order to identify individuals who are prone to crimes against court employees and law enforcement officials; - ensuring mutual exchange of information between law enforcement agencies and other governmental agencies to prevent illegal actions in order to revenge to the court employees and law enforcement officials; - inspections of professional knowledge, willingness to act in extreme situations and in relation to law enforcement and physical training, possession of weapons and other special means; - providing adequate security for judges and law enforcement officials; - strengthening of victimological prevention; - meetings of the court employees and law enforcement officials with the public; - introduction to the work of the court and law enforcement agencies of modern video surveillance systems and other computer-video control and communications technologies; - improvement of law enforcement, introduction of progressive forms of work, taking into account the positive experience of foreign countries; - monitoring among prisoners serving sentences in closed institutions (correctional colonies) in terms of their relation to the sentencing court of law enforcement system, the possibility of a crime in order to revenge the judge or law enforcement authority or their families; - improving of administrative supervision after release from prison.

It is indicated that the implementation of specifically-criminological crime prevention measures against crimes committed out of revenge against court employees and law enforcement officials in connection with their professional activities, will eliminate arbitrariness and ensure the transparency of decision-fair judgments,  reduce conflicts and the possible negative consequences in the form of new crimes out of revenge.
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
