Sergiichuk V. The Concept of a State Secret and Protection of Information Constituting a State Secret at the Time of the Kyivan Rus

The aim of the article is to research information constituting the state secret in the time of the Kyivan Rus. For this aim the analysis of works of famous Ukrainian scientists, such as Arkhipov O., Bernadskyi B., Botvinkin O., Gus A., Kotliar M.,  Muratov O., Oliinyk V. concerning the topic  is made. Ukrainian scientists confirm that existence of state secrets historically associates with the existence of an enemy and specific character of those times. 
The article also  presents the definition of special types of information saved as a secret which were the necessary prerequisite for successful state operating and guaranty of peace. Generally this information was related to military schooling or national policy. 

As corroboration conclusions draw, the article also consists history examples of famous events proving the importance of state secret information related to prosecution of war, war plans, and training, the territory conquest, backroom deals, public enemy plans, and information about the number of forces, the direction of brunt of the attack, achievements of military invention. 
The article gives the information about people conducting the subterraneous diplomacy and reconnaissance, people drawing the political unions, people organizing information collection, and people conducting the reconnaissance. 
The article defines:

- the term which information was considered to be a state secret at the time of the Kyivan Rus;

-  the meaning of protection of the information containing the state secret at the time of the Kyivan Rus;

- characteristics of the state secret at the time of the Kyivan Rus.

The article also has other provision which can be helpful for future research. 
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
