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The work investigates general theoretical issues related to the subjective aspect of a crime. The author examines existing viewpoints on the subjective aspect of a crime; pays great attention to the subjective aspect and its role in crime qualification; provides his viewpoint regarding the subjective aspect of a crime as well as correlation between subjective aspect and guilt. The author also offers his own definition of the subjective aspect of a crime. A significant part of the work is dedicated to the understanding of guilt in formal crimes that include crimes stipulated in Part 1 and 2, Article 371 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine as well as Part 3 of this Article with the exception of the following crime qualification criterion: “actions specified in part 1 and 2 of this article, if these actions caused grave consequences.” 
The author devotes much attention to the subjective aspect of a crime stipulated in Part 3, Article 371 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine; and provides sociological research data to support his findings and suggestions. Furthermore, a significant part of the work is devoted to the notion of direct intent, knowingly unlawful detention, forced bringing, house arrest, and custody. In particular, that applies to the intellectual and volitional aspect of intent of the formal crimes specified in Part 1 and 2, Article 371 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. In addition, much attention is given to the notions of motive and purpose in crime qualification, unlawful detention, forced bringing, house arrest, or holding in custody. 
Based on the findings of the research on subjective aspect the author makes conclusions that are of great importance to the theory of criminal law and practice. 
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
